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WHAT Is 6YP?

In 2003, a group of 38 young
people from 27 countries
between the ages of 15 and 26
founded the Global Youth
Partners (GYP) initiative for
preventing HIV with support
from UNFPA, United Nations
Population Fund. This initiative,
which is youth-driven, aims to
rally partners and stakeholders
to increase investment and strengthen commitments
for preventing HIV infections among young people,
especially among under-served youth.

WHAT IS THE ROLE OF THE GYPs?

* Advocate for supportive and enabling HIV
prevention policies at national level.

»  Advocate for commitment to and support for
expanded HIV prevention programmes.

»  Mobilize resources for programmes to prevent
HIV infections among young people that are in
situations and settings that make them most
vulnerable to HIV.

WHO IS THE PRIMARY AUDIENCE OF THE
GYPs?

The GYP advocacy campaign,
led by young people, is
primarily directed at all
decision makers in different
areas mainly policy making,
funding, and programming.

WHO 1S THE G6YP TEAM IN LEBANON?

The GYP team consists of a group of young people
committed to achieve the objectives of the advocacy
campaign to prevent HIV among youth in two
geographical areas in Lebanon. The members of the
team have the following characteristics:

»  They are between the ages of 21-26,

*  They come from different regions in Lebanon,

= They have different educational backgrounds,

»  They possess a wide range of experience at the
community level on HIV prevention,
They are affiliated with local N6Os, grassroots
organizations, scouts, youth clubs, etc,

*  They are dedicated, committed, and focused to
achieve the objectives of the GYP campaign

WHO SUPPORTS THE 6YP TEAM 1IN
LEBANON?

The GYP team operates under the guidance of a
coach and two UNFPA focal points. This support
system provides the GYPs
with continuous guidance and
helps them build their
capacities in specific areas
to become effective policy
advocates in the area of
HIV prevention. More so,

- this support system aims at
facilitating their roles and tasks in implementing the
activities of the campaign, and at ensuring continuous
coordination with various key players for the success
of the campaign.

WHAT ARE THE OBJECTIVES OF THE GYP
CAMPAIGN IN LEBANON?

Following a 4-days workshop in April 2005, the GYP
team in Lebanon developed a concrete, realistic, and
focused plan of action for the campaign until mid
2006. It is worth noting that the plan of action
builds on existing instituted projects’ activities
supported by UNFPA and implemented by various
partners. The plan of action consists of the following
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2 outputs that would require the GYP's leadership
role and pro-active involvement in achieving salient
results:

Qutput 1
Increased commitment of a minimum of 4

leaders/policy makers and decision makers at the
municipal/community level for promating
accessibility of young people to HIV services and
information within the youth friendly services
offered in 2 "Centers of Excellence” in 2 different
regions in Lebanon.

Qutput 2
Increased commitment of

municipalities and community
leaders/policy makers and
decision makers for increasing
level of local funding in the
amount of $10,000 - 20,000
towards ensuring accessibility of young people to
HIV services and information within the youth
friendly package offered in 2 “Centers of
Excellence” in 2 different regions in Lebanon.

Collaboration with key ministries, N6Os,
municipalities, academic sector, private sector, efc
is fundamental for the success of the campaign
